
 

 

Pray With Us: FEBRUARY – APRIL 2026 
 
FAITH COMES BY HEARING FAMILY 
 
Pray for current job postings. Ask the Lord to send qualified Christian applicants and grant 
wisdom and discernment to hiring managers and the HR team as they select candidates 
for each role. 
Pray for staff members traveling—for safety, good health, and endurance.  
Pray for wisdom, grace, and patience as Faith Comes By Hearing forges new ministry 
partnerships and strengthens existing ones. May God be glorified as these partnerships 
work in unity to accomplish the goals of Vision 2033. 
Pray for our new AI innovation team. Pray that they would come to technology 
breakthroughs that significantly elevate our ability to record God's Word in every 
language and make it freely accessible to everyone. 
Pray for our Global Logistics team as they navigate shipments to challenging countries in 
volatile situations. 
Pray for our Albuquerque Production Team as they transition to the main Aztec building 
and work in closer proximity to our other teams.  
Pray God would help us continue the servant-hearted legacy of our co-founder, Anet 
Jackson, who went to be with the Lord in December.  
 
 
AFRICA 
Regional:  
- Pray for listening group leader trainings taking place in Burundi, Tanzania, Zimbabwe, 
and Ethiopia in February. Ask the Lord to equip leaders with wisdom, unity, and 
confidence as they guide others through Scripture engagement. 
- Praise God! Several recording projects across Africa were completed and are now in 
studio processing for Audio Bibles and listening and watching devices. These include five 
New Testament recordings in Nigeria (Arhe, Enwan, Uneme Ekpedo, Uneme North, and 
Etsako), the Inor New Testament in Ethiopia, and Covenant films in Ngambay, Kim, Kera, 
Chadian Arabic, and Sar in Chad. 
- Pray for upcoming New Testament recordings scheduled to begin in the coming 
months, including Mpumpong and a sensitive language (Cameroon), Tun (Chad), 
Tumbuka (Zambia), Chikunda (Zimbabwe), Western Malinke and a sensitive language 
(Mali), Nyagbo (Ghana), Taveta (Kenya), Suri (Ethiopia), Uneme South and Akhin (Nigeria), 
and Ehugbo (Nigeria).  
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AMERICAS 
Brazil: 
- Praise God! Over the past year, the number of partnerships has doubled compared to 
the previous year, expanding access to Audio Scripture for families—even in the most 
remote regions. Pray for continued growth, wisdom, and protection as this work reaches 
more communities. 
- Pray for new volunteers to support Bible recordings and listening programs as partner 
needs continue to increase. 
- Praise God! The Oral Bible Translation team has completed the initial weeks of training 
for a new project. Despite challenges, God opened every necessary door. The indigenous 
community involved is highly motivated to receive God’s Word in their own language, and 
neighboring groups have already begun requesting Scripture as well. 
 
Cuba: Pray for a new project launching this year with the Assemblies of God churches, 
involving 4,000 devices for church planting and evangelism among young people. 
Recent developments in Venezuela may affect transportation within Cuba; pray that 
logistics will not hinder the programs and that they will reach communities across this 
impoverished nation. 
Peru: Pray that partners delivering devices to isolated jungle and mountain regions will 
have sufficient resources and strength. Ask the Lord to mobilize and sustain local workers 
reaching these remote areas. 
Paraguay: Pray that prison programs will continue bearing fruit, that new programs may 
begin in juvenile prisons, and that work in women’s prisons will be authorized again. Pray 
also for the reactivation of programs in indigenous areas where partners have faced long-
term resource shortages. 
 
 
ASIA 
South Asia: 
- Praise God for the successful completion of “Christmas Is in the Heart” campaigns—
both in person and digital—across India, Nepal, and Sri Lanka. 
- Pray for the hiring of new staff in India, Nepal, and Sri Lanka. Ask God to lead the right 
people to these roles—people with a deep burden for the lost and a genuine passion for 
the Gospel. 
- Pray for regional coordinators as they prepare for the “Easter Is the Cross 
2026” campaign, using special Easter Gospel Films in ten major South Asian languages 
across digital platforms. Pray also for Easter Gospel Film broadcasts planned on various 
television channels during Easter week. 
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- Pray for the Mega Audio Bible Contest in Tamil, scheduled for February 15, 2026. With 
more than 600 participants already registered from India and Sri Lanka, ask the Lord for 
smooth coordination and life-changing engagement with Scripture. 
 
India: 
- Pray for God’s help in recruiting the right candidates for a new recording team. 
- Pray for wisdom and guidance as plans are made for a vision-casting program among 
the Tulu-speaking community and meetings with churches across South India. 
- Pray for God’s favor over the upcoming Reli and Sidi language launches, that many 
hearts will be reached through His audible Word. 
- Pray for the smooth and timely arrival of Proclaimers and Acclaimers, overcoming every 
logistical challenge. 
 
Nepal: 
- Praise God! The Tharu Chitwan Audio Bible and Gospel Film are being launched. 
- Pray for the One Campaign taking place from February 18 to April 5, 2026, that many 
hearts will be touched. 
- Pray for the Chepang language assessment in Hetauda and the Raji field visit in 
Nepalgunj with the Audio Bible. 
- Pray for the Western Tamang Audio Bible launch. 
 
Sri Lanka: 
- Pray for God’s guidance in the ongoing Oral Bible Translation projects between the 
Ceylon Bible Society and Faith Comes By Hearing. 
- Pray that the Ceylon Bible Society will be enabled to expedite production of the Sinhala 
Gospel Film project. 
 
Indonesia: Pray for recordings beginning this month in both Indonesia and Micronesia. 
Malaysia: Pray for wisdom and direction for the region and recording teams as plans for 
this year continue to take shape. 
Myanmar: Praise God for the completion of nine New Testament recordings in 2025. 
Secure Country: Pray for careful coordination, safe travel for recording personnel, and 
the successful completion of several New Testament recordings. 
 
 
EURASIA/MIDDLE EAST/NORTH AFRICA 
Regional: Pray for ministry opportunities across this sensitive region, where shifting 
politics and ongoing tensions place faithful partners at risk. Ask God to protect them, 
strengthen their resolve, and advance His work despite uncertainty. 
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Georgia: Praise God for new and encouraging opportunities opening in the 
country. Pray for the upcoming Audio Scripture shipment, that it will be sent soon and 
arrive safely. 
North Macedonia: Praise God! A first-ever shipment has arrived successfully. 
 
Eurasia: 
- Pray for a newly formed Roma translation partnership, asking God to grant unity of 
purpose and shared resources as teams work to develop Scripture resources for the 
many Romani languages. 
- Pray for wisdom and stability as staff and structural changes take place in Central Asia. 
 
MENA: 
- Praise God for the long-awaited completion of a legal agreement that will make Bible 
content more widely available in a highly populated country. 
- Pray for upcoming large shipments to the region, that all logistics will proceed smoothly 
and safely. 
 
Russia: 
- Pray for the long-delayed Mordvin-Moksha New Testament recording. Limited literacy 
and other challenges have slowed progress; ask God to provide clarity, perseverance, 
and the right conditions to move forward. 
- Praise God! The Yakut language recordings of the Covenant and Ecclesiastes were 
completed without incident. 
- Pray for the Lak language recording now underway, covering the remaining gospel 
books and Revelation. 
 
 
PACIFIC/OCEANIA 
Regional: 
- Praise God! A new Language Recording Coordinator has been appointed for the Pacific 
region. Pray for him as he begins onboarding and settles into this new role. 
- Pray for recording teams serving across the Asia Pacific region, particularly those 
traveling from Indonesia and the United States to support critical recording projects. Ask 
the Lord to grant strength, safety, and unity as they serve. 
- Pray for wisdom and open doors as new recording and Scripture engagement 
opportunities emerge across the region. 
 
Papua New Guinea: Pray for more than 6,000 Scripture engagement programs planned 
this year across over 50 language groups. 
Solomon Islands: Praise God that the Gao New Testament recording was completed 
despite many difficulties. 
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Fiji: Pray for the Tuvaluan New Testament recording, which continues to face delays. Ask 
God to clear obstacles and provide a way forward. 
Vanuatu: Praise God that the Venen Taut New Testament recording has been 
completed. Staffing challenges were addressed and the project moved forward 
successfully. 
 
 
ORAL BIBLE TRANSLATION (OBT) 
Praise God! The OBT Operations team is now fully staffed following the addition of a new 
Budget Analyst role. 
Pray for unity and continued growth across the team. With recent expansion, many staff 
members have been with Faith Comes By Hearing for less than a year; ask the Lord to 
help everyone learn quickly, collaborate well, and serve effectively together. 
 
Globally: 
- Praise God! In the last quarter, 48 new OBT projects were launched worldwide, 
including work in countries where Faith Comes By Hearing had not previously been 
active. Early indicators suggest the current quarter may match or exceed that number. 
- Pray for capacity building as the OBT department prepares to identify 200 new 
languages for project starts in 2026, particularly in Indonesia, Papua New Guinea, and the 
Democratic Republic of the Congo. 
- Pray for the upcoming OBT Global Gathering in May in Lusaka, Zambia. Ask God to 
guide planning, travel, and collaboration as teams come together. 
 
Papua New Guinea: Pray for an upcoming cluster project involving three languages. 
Multiple startup challenges—primarily logistical—have delayed progress. With a planned 
start date of March 2, ask the Lord to prevent further delays and grant a successful 
launch. 
Africa: Pray for stability and strong leadership amid increasing unrest and security 
concerns across several Francophone African countries. Ask God to protect team 
members currently serving in less secure areas and to sustain ongoing and future OBT 
efforts. 
 
 
SCRIPTURE RECORDING 
Pray for continued provision of Covenant and Acts texts for recordings through our 
partnerships. Many requests and opportunities remain across regions for Covenant and 
Acts films; ask the Lord to guide priorities and open the right doors. 
Pray for clear communication and strong coordination with partners and recording teams 
as planning and project launches begin in 2026. Ask God to establish a positive, unified 
rhythm across all efforts. 
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Praise God! More Virtual Recording projects were launched in calendar year 2025 than in 
2024, made possible by the improved Virtual Recording software released in January 
2025. 
Pray for upcoming Virtual Recording projects planned for 2026—asking for smooth 
coordination and logistics, willing and available participants, and reliable equipment and 
software throughout each project.
